Master Student Workplaces at MTP:

The following rooms are reserved for students who are writing a project or master’s thesis in the 2" or 5
year of their studies: Glgshaugen/Verkstedteknisk/225, 227, 236 and 238.

Access to these rooms will be given on study program level.

The named student groups can expect to be given access by the end of August 2024. The rooms will be

available from the fall semester 2024 until the end of the spring semester 2025.

Storage Cabinets:

Storage cabinets are available in room 236, in room 238, outside the PUMA meeting room and outside
Kanondekket. You must bring your own padlock. Please, remember to empty your locker before the

summer. All locks will be cut, and the lockers will be emptied in the last week of June.
